DISSERTATION ABSTRACT (250 words)
This dissertation thinks through what is required in order to live a good life in the face of trauma. Psychological trauma is a reaction to a self-shattering event almost always involving the betrayal of trust in self (past, present, future) and others, wounding the psyche at emotional, cognitive, and neurobiological levels. In the aftermath, survivors cycle through natural defense mechanisms of isolating dissociation and manic intrusion; the repetition of this ‘dialectic of trauma’ seemingly governs their life trajectory. Recognizing the embodied psychological similarities to experiences of rape, war, and coloniality, feminist psychologist Judith Herman has articulated a new diagnosis, ‘complex post-traumatic stress disorder.’ However, those able to retreat and engage positively and at-will with their public community fare significantly better in the healing process than those who are not. In this way, hierarchical relations of private and public life significantly affect a survivor’s ability to agentially transcend the inevitable repetitions of trauma throughout their lifetime; domination endures through asymmetrical accessibility to public communal life. The Western Academy is not immune to trauma: rampant sexual violence, student debt, and racist exploitation of student athletes undermine its pedagogical potential. Critical of the university’s material arrangements, I reread Plato’s gender and trauma attentive discussion of ἀνδρεία (‘manliness’ and ‘courage’) through a Beauvoirian lens to uncover tools long distorted by Aristotle’s competing political economy and subsequent patriarchal translations. That this debate is the genealogical founding of the conceptual identity of ‘Western Civilization’ only magnifies the import of the project for contemporary social justice efforts.
